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Staffing Component 

Residents will have required longitudinal and 
rotation experiences in pharmacy operations. 

For the longitudinal experience, residents will 
work one 8 hour, weekend shift  per month and 
one 3.5 hour evening shift each week.  Residents 
will work one non-major holiday during the res-
idency year. During December, residents will 
work two 8 hour shifts in the two weeks around 
Christmas and New Year’s.  Residents will be 
paid as an intermittent pharmacist for these 
hours after February 1st of the residency year. 

For the rotation experience, residents will be 
scheduled for a 6 week block, rotating through 
inpatient and outpatient operations, and intra-
venous additives.  

Appointment of Applicants 

Appointment is contingent upon satisfactory 
completion of a physical exam, including nega-
tive drug test. Applicants must meet require-
ments for federal employment and must hold 
U.S. citizenship. Residents must obtain pharma-
cist licensure by October 31st of the residency 
year.

Program Purpose 
Postgraduate year one (PGY1) pharmacy 
residency programs build on Doctor of 
Pharmacy (PharmD) education and outcomes 
to contribute to the development of clinical 
pharmacists responsible for medication-
related care of patients with a wide range of 
conditions, eligible for board certification, and 
eligible for postgraduate year two (PGY2) 
pharmacy residency training.  
 
San Francisco VA Health Care 
System PGY1 Programs 

The ASHP-accredited Postgraduate Year One 
(PGY1) Pharmacy Residency Programs at San 
Francisco VA Health Care System (SFVAHCS) 
provide residents with broad practice founda-
tion concentrating on clinical and teaching 
experience. The programs require a 12-month 
commitment to training and are customized to 
the individual needs of the resident. Signifi-
cant professional experience in health-system 
pharmacy practice will be gained during this 
program.  

The goal of the PGY1 residency programs at 
the SFVAHCS is to train practitioners to utilize 
their accumulated experiences and knowledge 
to improve patient’s drug therapy and to excel 
in their future professional endeavors. The 
resident will gain experience in a variety of 
areas, including ambulatory care, acute care, 
formulary management and operations. 

PGY1 Pharmacy Residency         

Program Structure (NMS Code 

188313) 

Residents participate in a core program which 
provides a concentrated clinical, teaching, and 
administrative experience with experienced, 
individualized preceptorship.  Residents may 
mentor or precept IPPE and APPE clerkship 
students.   

Required clinical rotations include: 

• Acute Care (12 weeks) - Internal Medicine 
plus choice of  additional acute care elective        

• Ambulatory Care Clinics (Primary Care and 
other clinics, 6 weeks) 

• Emergency Medical Response (code blue 
and acute stroke) and Simulation (6 weeks) 

• Pharmacy Operations (Inpatient order veri-
fication and Discharge, Intravenous Addi-
tives, 6 weeks) 

Elective rotations include:  

• Advanced Internal Medicine 

• Critical Care 

• Infectious Diseases Consult Team 

• Inpatient Anticoagulation 

• Geriatrics/Long-term Care 

• Medication Safety 

• Oncology/Infusion Center 

• Pain Management 

• Pharmacy Administration 

• Surgery Specialty

• Formulary Management & Chief Resident 

• Teaching Certificate Program 

• Drug Regimen Reviews for Long-term Care

Education in Patient Aligned Care 
Teams at SFVAHCS (EdPACT) 

All PGY1 residents actively participate in the 
EdPACT program (approximately 20% of 
time over the year), which promotes a patient
-centered, interprofessional learning environ-
ment. Residents engage with other trainees 
throughout the year in team activities which 
include: 

• Weekly team huddles 

• Population health management 

• Collaborative case conferences 

• Quality improvement initiatives  

• Retreats and social activities

Residents are granted administrative leave to 
attend the following meetings:  

• California Society of Health System Phar-
macists (CSHP) Seminar  

• American Society of Health System Phar-
macists (ASHP) Midyear Clinical Meeting 

• Western States Residency  Conference 

Residents are required to attend Western 
States and present their year-long project. 
Attendance at CSHP and/or ASHP are en-
couraged to help with recruitment. Based on 
annual budget, VA San Francisco may sup-
port registration funding for residents.  

Teaching Certificate Program 

Residents will participate in a longitudinal 
teaching certificate program. The program 
includes activities in affiliation with Universi-
ty of the Pacific and University of California, 
San Francisco Schools of Pharmacy.
